Re: How to talk about budget and taxes - elght messaging tips

The revenue forecast is about to come out and we're moving towards the Govemor's budget and the
legislative session. This memao is intended to help advocstes communicate persuasively about the need
for revenue in the context of the ongoing national economic recession. These recomme ndations are
based on various state and national research and experience from recent budget and tax battles.

Abowe all else, it is of utmost importance to focus on the problem as being the economy = the impact of
the recession is driving Washington's ongoing fiscal troubles. And that the solution to the economic
problems the state faces in trying to maintain education and health care is a balanced approach.

The following messaging tips should help you make a persuasive case for a balanced approach that
indudes revenue:

1. Don’t:talk about the budget being a problem. Avoid using such phrases as “budget shortfall,”
"gap,” or “deficit,” even though such words accurately describe exactly what we're dealing with.

Voters don't necessarily believe the state doesn’t have enough money. Never assume people
understand these berms accurately. And even if they do feel they understand, people assume the

problem is overspending when they hear talk of a “budget problem.”

2. Do: Focus on the problem with the economy: Describe the problem Washington faces like this: "ina
recession the needs of families grow while Washington has fewer resources to belp them.* For
example, we just published a short analysis of health care budget cut proposals, describing “the
state budget situation as bleak because of the lingering impact of the economic recession.” As you
know, this was incredibly successful with the 1033 campaign.

» The impact of the recession on revenue cannot be overstated: Since June 2008, the
state’s projection of general fund revenue hasfallen by over 56 billion. Washington's
fiscal troubles are largely brought on by the worst economic downtum since the Great
Depression. The recession has a ripple effect: people buy less and earn less, reducing
what the state gets from sales taxes - our main funding sources — at the same time that
the need for the services the money pays for rises dramatically.

# Note: though the idea of protecting the most vulnerable i critical, it is most effective
not to talk about the "safety net”. Talk about resaurces for working families

3. Do: Be clear about describing the impact of the cuts (both that have happened and those being
proposed). Focus on maintaining programs (obviously opposed to new spending). But stay at a high
level and not in the weeds with program names = focus on protecting jobs, vulnerable families, etc.
